Hair: 2x NEAT Bobble Braid into PLAITED space buns - as pictured below. Start
bobble braid at the top of the hair line and work towards the crown of the head.
Please ensure that the buns are atop of the head near the crown of the head. Please
use pins and necessary hair products like hair spray and gel to ensure your child's
hair is not messy. You can use a bun net if you wish.

MAKEUP: Please reference photos and step by step process below to follow for
standard stage makeup.
ALL STUDENTS ARE REQUIRED TO WEAR MAKEUP.

BASE
1. Apply Foundation to match your child’s skin tone
2. Blend all over their faces
3. Use concealer under eyes and blend evenly
4. Set makeup with powder so it doesn't move
EYES



Brush out brows so they don't look messy
Take a light tan eyeshadow and sweep it over the eyelid
Use a medium brown shade and blend it into the crease
Take a darker brown and create a“>"shape on the outer corner
Blend well so there are no harsh lines
Use eyeliner and follow the upper lash line (no wings!)
MASCARA
. Curl lashes (optional but makes a big difference)
Apply 2 coats of black mascara to the top lashes
3. Apply 1 light coat to the bottom lashes
CHEEKS
1. Apply a pink blush on the apples of their cheeks sweep up ( stage lights wash
out, don't be afraid to add extra)
2. Apply bronzer below where you put the blush and on their hairline
LIPS
1. Outline the lips with red lip liner (optional)
2. Fillin the lips with red Matte lipstick
FINISHING TOUCHS
1. Spray face with setting spray or setting powder
